Modern Building Materials

Some of the most important building materials are: timber, brick, stone, concrete, metal,
plastics and glass.

Timber is provided by different kinds of trees. Timbers used for building purposes are
divided into two groups called softwoods and hardwoods.

A brick is best described as a "building unit”. It may be made of clay by moulding and
baking in kilns, of concrete, of mortar or of a composition of sawdust and other materials. In
shape it is a rectangular solid and its weight is from 6 72 to 9 1b. There exists variety of bricks for
different purposes: ordinary, hollow or porous, lightweight, multicolour bricks for decorative
purposes, etc. Bricks are usually laid in place with the help of mortar.

Natural stone. Sometimes natural stones such as marble, granite, basalt, limestone and
sandstone are used for the construction of dams and foundations. Marble, granite and sandstone
are widely used for decorative purposes as well, especially with the public buildings.

Metals. Aluminium, principally in the form of various alloys, is highly valued for its
durability and especially for its light weight, while brass is frequently used for decorative
purposes in facing. Steel finds its use in corrugated sheets for roofing, for girders, frames, etc.
Various shapes are employed in construction.

Plastics. Synthetic resins are the main raw material for plastics. Plastics have some good
advantages as they are lighter than metals, not subject to corrosion, *and they can be easier
machined!. Besides, they are inflammable, they can take any colour and pattern, and they are
good electrical insulators. Moreover, they possess a high resistance to chemical action.

Laminate is a strong material manufactured from many layers of paper or textile
impregnated with thermosetting resins. This sandwich is then pressed and subjected to heat.
Laminate has been developed for both inside and outside use.
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11.
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Foamed glass is a high—porosity heat insulating material, available in block made of
fine—ground glass and a frothing agent. It has a high mechanical strength, is distinguished by
moisture, vapour and gas impermeability.

Concrete is perhaps the most widely spread building material used nowadays. Concrete is
an artificial stone, made by thoroughly mixing such natural ingredients or aggregates as cement,
sand and gravel or broken stone together with sufficient water to produce a mixture of the proper
consistency. Concrete is strong in compression but weak when used for tensile stresses.

In prestressed concrete steel is not used as reinforcement, but as a means of producing a
suitable compressive stress in the concrete. Therefore any beam (or member) made of
prestressed concrete is permanently under compression, and is consequently devoid of crack
under normal loading, or so long as the “elastic limit™ is not exceeded. Prestressed concrete is not
only used for beams but is now employed extensively for columns, pipes, and cylindrical water
towers, storage tanks, etc.

Aggregates have three principal functions in the concrete: they provide a relatively cheap
filler for the concreting material, or binder; they provide a mass of particles which are suitable
for resisting the action of applied loads, of abrasion, of percolation of moisture through the mass,
and of climate factors; they reduce volume changes resulting from the action of the setting and
hardening of the concrete mass. All aggregates, both natural and artificial, which have sufficient
strength and resistance to weathering, and which do not contain harmful impurities may be used
for making concrete.

The main elements of buildings.

Buildings consist of the following main parts: foundations, walls, ceilings, partitions,
stairs, roofs, windows, doors, etc. Foundations are the lower part of the building that receives the
load from the building and transmits it to the ground (base). Foundations must be durable,
strong, frost-resistant. Foundations can be wooden, rubble, concrete. According to the structures,
there are ribbon, columnar and pile foundations.

Walls are parts of buildings that protect rooms from the external environment. In some
cases, the walls perceive the load from the floors and above the located parts of the building and
transfer it to the foundation.

Overlaps perform load-bearing and enclosing functions. The ceilings must be strong,
rigid, and fire-resistant with the necessary heat and sound insulation. According to the
construction of the floor, there are panel and beam floors.

Partitions divide the internal space of buildings into separate rooms. Partitions are made
of brick, light concrete, gypsum slabs, wooden. They must have the necessary sound insulation
properties. Floors are made of cement, ceramic tiles, linoleum, board and parquet.
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Stairs are used for communication between floors. They are made of wood, reinforced
concrete and less often metal.

The roof is the supporting and enclosing part of the building, protecting it from
atmospheric precipitation and serving to divert them beyond its limits. Roofs can be flat and
pitched, insulated or cold.

Windows are designed for natural lighting and ventilation of the room. Doors connect
rooms with each other, exit the premises to the stairwell and exit to the street. By design, there
are panel and frame doors.

The frozen extremes of the earth

The Arctic in the north and the Antarctic in the south are at opposite ends of the planet, but
they are similar in many ways. Both are lands of ice and snow, where the temperature in winter
can be so low that your skin can freeze in seconds — it can be as low as —80°C. Very few animals
are able to survive these conditions, but there are some both in the north and in the south. The
Arctic has more plants and animals than the Antarctic, including polar bears, the largest bear in
the world. In the south there are no land animals because of the extreme cold, but there are
penguins and other sea animals that live on or near the coast — although both in the north and
the south the sea is frozen for much of the year.

One difference between the Arctic and the Antarctic is the human population. In parts of the
Arctic there are towns and villages.

You can enjoy the rich flavor and delightful aroma of freshly ground coffee beans without
having to spend extra money on a coffee grinder simply by using your blender.

Step 1 - Set Up Your Blender

Put your blender on a flat surface on the counter and plug it in. The flat surface is really
important so the blender's vibrations do not cause other things to fall off the counter.

Step 2 - Decide how Finely You Need to Grind the Beans

Different kinds of coffee makers require different beans. Medium ground beans work best for a
Drip maker. This means that when you pour the ground coffee into your hand, some will stick
together, while most will fall away. Espresso Machines tend to do best with medium-fine
grounds. In this case most will stick together, but individual grounds can be easily seen. French
Press Makers require a more coarse texture so that the grinds do not stick together at all.

Step 3 - Pour Your Coffee Beans into the Blender And Grind Away

Start with a small amount of beans in the blender until you can figure out exactly how much
ground coffee your beans will yield. As you have more experience, you will be better able to
determine the right amount of coffee beans to put into your blender, but typically, a handful of
beans should yield one to two tablespoons of ground coffee

Norwich

Norwich, the capital of the part of Britain known as East Anglia, has existed as a place to
live for more than two thousand years. It began as a small village beside the River Wensum. At
the time of the Norman invasion in 1066 it had grown to become one of the largest towns in
England.

With two cathedrals and a mosque, Norwich has long been a popular centre for various
religions. The first cathedral was built in 1095 and has recently celebrated its 900 th
anniversary, while Norwich itself had a year of celebration in 1994 to mark the 800 th
anniversary of the city receiving a Royal Charter. This allowed it to be called a city and to govern
itself independently.

Today, in comparison with places like London or Manchester, Norwich is quite small,
with a population of around 150,000, but in the 16 th century Norwich was the second city of
England. It continued to grow for the next 300 years and got richer and richer, becoming
famous for having as many churches as there are weeks in the year and as many pubs as there
are days in the year.

Nowadays, there are far fewer churches and pubs, but in 1964 the University of East
Anglia was built in Norwich. With its fast-growing student population and its success as a
modern commercial centre (Norwich is the biggest centre for insurance services outside
London), the city now has a wide choice of entertainment: theatres, cinemas, nightclubs, busy
cafés, excellent restaurants, and a number of arts and leisure centres. There is also a football
team, whose colours are green and yellow. The team is known as ‘The Canaries’, though
nobody can be sure why.

Now the city’s attractions include another important development, a modern shopping
centre called ‘The Castle Mall’. The people of Norwich lived with a very large hole in the middle
of their city for over two years, as builders dug up the main car park. Lorries moved nearly a
million tons of earth so that the roof of the Mall could become a city centre park, with
attractive water pools and hundreds of trees. But the local people are really pleased that the
old open market remains, right in the heart of the city and next to the new development. Both
areas continue to do good business, proving that Norwich has managed to mix the best of the
old and the new.

EpocCam Alternatives
If you're not satisfied with EpocCam, there are a few other apps that allow you to use
your iPhone as a webcam.

1.iCam

iCam is a paid app that can turn an iPhone into a webcam. The mobile app is just one
part of the equation; like EpocCam, you'll also need the iCamSource component on your
computer. Once you have both apps installed, you can stream live video and audio from
any iOS device.

iCam also works as a security camera; it can send you instant alerts if it detects motion
or sound. All motion events are automatically backed up to the cloud. In addition to the
original iCam, the company also offers iCam Pro with some additional features.

2.iVCam

iVCam is specifically designed for iPhone owners who have a Windows PC---you cannot
use iVCam to stream your iPhone's video output to a Mac.

The app works via WLAN or USB and allows you to connect multiple phones to one
computer at the same time. You can stream video in 1080p, 720p, 480p, or 360p
resolution. This multi-connection aspect means the software is ideal for anyone who
wants to use their old iPhone as a CCTV device, a baby monitor, or a pet cam.

THE ICEHOTEL

For many years the Arctic was a popular destination in the summer season to see the land of
the midnight sun but in winter the few inhabitants had the snow and ice to themselves. By the
end of the 1980s it was decided that the dark and cold winter should be seen as an advantage.
In the winter of 1990, the French artist Jannot Derit was invited to have the opening of an
exhibition in a specially built igloo (a building made of snow) in the little town of Jukkasjarvi on
the frozen Torne River. The building, named Arctic Hall, attracted many interested visitors to
the area. One night a group of foreign guests decided it would be a good idea to sleep in the
Arctic Hall. The

following morning the brave group were very pleased with their experience and the idea of an
ice hotel was born. Today it is world famous.

As soon as winter begins, a team of snow builders, architects and artists from all over the world
come to Jukkasjarvi and they make the hotel for that year. As one part is completed, it opens to
visitors and overnight guests, while the other parts are still being built. The first part is
completed in December and each week after that a new part opens, until January 7th when the
hotel is completed. As the ICEHOTEL is built under the open sky, using the natural materials of
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the winter season, the finishing date depends on nature and therefore there are sometimes
changes to the plan. In the spring, as the weather gets warmer, the hotel melts.

Inside the hotel, the temperature is never colder than -5 °C to —8 °C, however cold it may be
outside. Winter outer clothes such as warm overalls, hats and gloves are included in the cost of
guests’ stay at the hotel. In addition to this, it is a good idea for guests to bring sweaters and a
scarf as well as plenty of woolen socks and to choose footwear that is larger than normal to
allow space for thick socks.

If you are planning to come to the hotel, you can buy warm sweaters, woolen socks and much
more on the ICEHOTEL website. You can order these and the equipment you will need at the
same time as you book your visit. The items will be delivered to your room when you check in.
The hotel is in the village of Jukkasjarvi, 200 km above the Arctic Circle but only 15 km from
Kiruna airport and 17 km from Kiruna train station. Transport by bus can be arranged from the
airport or train station to the IceHotel.
