The most basic line is the object line. It is a heavy,
solid line that shows the shape of an object.

If the side of an object would not normally be seen, a-
dashed line called a hidden line represents it.

Extension lines and dimension lines are thin, solid
lines. They show the size of an object, such as its length
or width. A short extension line extends out from each:
side of the object. A dimension line connects the two
extension lines, with the measurement written above it.

You will see a few other lines on drawings. A

When working on ladders, follow the 4:1
rule. Avoid falls from scaffolds and
pump jacks by wearing a safety harness.
Pay attention to the platform's weight limit.
Exceeding that limit can cause a collapse.
Ensure proper ventilation when working
with toxic chemicals in closed spaces.
Read the Material Safety Data Sheets
(MSDS) thoroughly and take all
recommended precautions.
Know the causes of each class of fire
and the correct type of extinguisher to
use on each type. Keep fire extinguishers
on hand for Class A and B fires.
Never take water near an electrical
ground. Wear rubber-soled boots to
protect against electric shock.
Practice good trench safety. Never stack
equipment or pile dirt near trench edges.
